The West Coast Jet Sprint Club (WCJSC) hereby provide the following information as guide for all participants in regards 
to safety and comfort for the “Ride Of Your Life” provided by the WCJSC. The club sets down these requirements for all 
persons who have purchased a ride, won a ride, received a ride as a gift, or are provided a ride as a part of a 
sponsorship package.  
 

Age Requirement 
The minimum age for any person riding in a jet sprint boat is 14 years or in the case your ride is in a superboat, 16 
years, proof of age should be brought with you to the event as it may be requested prior to your ride. 
 

Clothing Requirement 
It is a safety requirement that all participants wear suitable clothing as follows; 
 

• Fully enclosed footwear is required, sneakers are ideal. High heels, thongs or sandals etc are unacceptable.  
• Jeans or full length pants are required 
• Long sleeve top or shirt is recommended, singlets and open tops are considered to be unacceptable. 

 
It is most unlikely that you will get wet during the ride, however to ensure your protection the club will provide you with 
suitable safety overalls, helmet and other safety equipment for you to wear during the ride. 
 
Personal Safety Requirements 
These requirements are designed to enhance your enjoyment and your safety during the ride, so please do not ask for 
exemptions to these conditions: 
 

• The “G” Forces within the boat during the ride are intense and it could be difficult to retain grip on any item you 
may be carrying, so for passenger and driver safety you will not be permitted to carry mobile phones, cameras, 
radios or any other devices that is deemed to be a possible projectile during the ride. 

• Passengers must NOT consume any alcohol prior to the ride and it is recommended that no major meal be 
consumed within 1 hour of the scheduled ride. 

• Alcohol must not be carried into the pit area and consumption of alcohol or the taking of illicit substances prior 
to the ride will result in cancellation of the ride without refund.  

• The club at its discretion, reserves the right to request prospective riders to agree to a breathalyser or other 
such control tests in the event that consumption of prohibited substances is suspected.  Failure of the test or 
refusal to comply with the tests will result in the cancellation of the ride without refund. 

• Smoking in or near the pit area is not permitted.  
 

If this ride is a gift, then it is also a requirement that as the recipient of the gift agrees to abide by the conditions that 
you have signed for on their behalf. 
 
On the day of your ride you must present yourself in the pits area. Ask for Judy Ellison Mob 0418 931 106 Baldivis Jet Sprint 
Park  Lot 101 St Albins Road Baldivis, no later than 5:00pm on the designated event day so ride times can be scheduled 
in advance.
 
Gates open at 3:00 pm racing starts at 4:00 pm. 
  
Food, soft drinks are available on site from a mobile food van. You are also welcome to bring your own. 
Alcohol is permitted at the venue however for public safety reasons the site is a glass free zone DO NOT BRING GLASS. 
(Please note NO alcohol is sold on site).
